In the 18th centuy the mad fom London to Bath was one
of the main highways of the coumtr

Again and again writers of the late 18th and early 19th
centuries commented on the discontfoaused by the dust
raised by horses and dages.

Whether watering the @ads was the best answer to the
problem is debatable now but it waspably the only
remedy known then, hence the pumps.

The stretch of 0ad fom Cranfod Bridge to Maidenhead
Bridge, was managed by aipdnown as the Colnlarok
Turnpike Trust and the Act ceating the Tust povided

that the first meeting of the Mmistees was to be held at the
Geome Inn, Colnbook, on or befae 1 June, 1727. The
powers of the st wee later extended to coveoads fom
Slough to Eton and Langley &m to Datchet Bridge.

In 1826 the tustees seced the power to water thevads.
There ae no known ecods of the number of pumps
erected but the following accounts appear in the
1827/28 Teasuers Book :

Fowler and Co., Pumpmakers, a total of £759
Well diggers £170

Supply of Bricks £88

Bakerwater cas, two accounts of £104 each.

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Bath Road Pump
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he Ostrich Inn makes the pud claim of
being the thid oldest inn in England. The
Ostrich as it now stands datesrr about
1500, but thee had been an inn on the site for nearly
400 years beferthat.

Many stories swound this building, the most famous
being that of a muderus innkeeper called Jaan.

Jaman and his wife had an ingenious medhaf
stealing fom lone wealthy travellers that happened to
stay at the inn. They would tige them in the best
room in the inn which had a vgromate bed. Making
sue the guest had been well erttgned with foal

and much drink they would esddrim to his mom

and when the victim was asleep they would raise the
end of the bed by pulling outan pins in the kitchen
below A cauldion of liquor was positioned t@ceive
the sleeping innocent and he was either scalded,
drowned or both.

When he was finally caught, and knew he was
condemned to hang, Jaan boasted that he had
murdered no fewer than sixty people in this way

The Ostrich Inn is now home to the Colnbok Fie
Tender and the Colntmok Clock.
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ippins Park (fomerly Poyle Reeation
PGround) is owned and managed by

Slough Boough Council but the ecent
improvements to the playgund equipment
and the povision of a tamac play sdace
were suppaed by Colnbook with Poyle

Parish Council. The Parish Council made a
major financial contribution to the scheme.

he most famous apple in the world was

cultivated in Colnbiook by Richad Cox, a

retired bewer fom Bemondseywho
moved to The Lawns, Colnbpk, to pursue his
hobby of hoticulture.

Pippins Park

In about 1825 he planted two seedsnfra Ribson
Pippin which he is thought to have pollinated with
a Blenheim Orange. Some years latenen the
trees had frited, he ealised they had potential.
These wee later to be known as the CexOrange
Pippin and the CoxdPomona.

The varieties emained nationally unknown until
Charles Tirner of the Royal Nurseries, Slough,
stated to pomote them in 1850. Now the CaxO
Orange Pippin is well known all over the world and
ever tree ultimately derivesdm grafts of grafts
from the original tee in Colnbook.

The picture shows the new onard planted by
children from the local schools. In amongst the
trees ag three metal seats by the blacksmith
sculptor Richad Farington which fom the letters

C O X. The seats themselves contain imf@tion
about Richad Cox and his apples stamped in them.

The tender wasemovated and
displayed in a building at thednt of the
bakey. In 1997 when the bakgrhad
closed the tender was passed to the parish
council for safe keeping on behalf of the
people of Colnbook.

The Ostrich Inn ofered a bom at the
front of it® building to display this prious
reminder of days gone.bijhe wheels,
axles, seat and brake lever eeaefully
removed by a volunteer fog made up of
some parish councillors and other local
residents and the tender was passed
through the window opening and then
reassembled inside theam.

We now have one of Colnbok®treasues
housed inside another!
