T he Colnbrook Clock was unveiled in June 1903 on the corner of
and Queen Alexandra in August 1902.

Circa 1931 the building was demolished and no suitable site was
found for the clock. It was stored in a coach house in the High Street
until it was restored in 1977 to commemorate the Queen Elizabeth
Silver Jubilee.

Colnbrook, as other villages like Horton & ¥alysburyhas a number of interesting lakes. The lakes and their banks are home to much wildlife, especially
sailing, water ski-ing, angling or just walking on the banks. The wildlife probably prefer the areas where people do not go!.

The lakes are almost certainly not naturally formed, nearly all being the result of sand and gravel digging which will have occurred in the area for hundreds of years
Some digs were refilled and put back to previous uses such as farming, whilst others were left and have become mature, attractive features of the local landscape.
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
