Resume of the Public Session of the Parish Council meeting held at the Village Hall, Colnbrook on Tuesday 3rd January 2012.

1)
a)
One member of the public from Westfield complained about the cost of hiring the Village Hall, which he said was excessive.  Cllrs Jones and Underhill explained the situation to him and the current laws when the sale of liquor was involved.

b)
He also explained his frustration with the doctor’s service provision in Colnbrook.  The Chairman also informed him of the efforts the Parish Council were making in this regard.

2)
Another resident offered his services to assist with helping the youth and elderly people of the community.  Cllr Brenner explained what was happening with the working group charged with that part of the Parish Plan and agreed to liaise with him.

3)
A further gentleman expressed concern that the No. 81 bus service when full did not stop for children or elderly people queuing.  The Chairman explained that this item was on the Parish Plan and a report had been prepared of which he was given a copy.

4)
Another parishioner referred to anti-social behaviour regarding some dog owners and their lack of consideration.  He provided copies of photographs and also alleged that local prostitutes were using the trees in that area.


The Chairman said that the Parish Council would try and arrange a meeting with the Housing Association, together with the police and concerned residents.  The Clerk was instructed to organise it.

A High Street resident voiced his opinion that in the light of comments made by an individual during the public session of the previous council meeting, that the Parish Council should do more to engage with the community.  The Chairman said that as the particular matter referred to was subject to a police investigation, he would not enter into discussion on the topic.  The Clerk explained that the public session was not a formal part of the Council’s Agenda and names and addresses were not recorded in the résumé nor under the rules could they be.

The resident was also told about the Village Surgeries and other things that the Parish Council did that other Council’s did not.  The resident suggested that an informative web-site would assist and Cllr Jarrett noted the comment.  However, the parishioner was still not satisfied and said that he intended to report the matter to the Standards Board.
